Most people are unaware that our deployed service members are not
provided with sneakers.

Deborah and John Hausladen discovered this when their son was deployed in Afghanistan. He had
asked if they could send him new sneakers and, shortly after, Sneakers for Soldiers was born.

The mission of Sneakers for Soldiers is to provide properly fitted athletic shoes to

deployed combat troops in Imminent Danger Areas and Combat Zones, across all
branches of the military, that are in need of replacing their worn out sneakers.

The uniqueness of our program is that each soldier chooses the brand
and style of sneaker that is best for their feet and needs.

We pride ourselves on ensuring deployed service members receive quality footwear options
specific to their functional needs, as incorrect fits can cause muscle imbalances and injuries.

There is no other program like this!




Deployed soldiers go through sneakers much
faster than we do. Here’s why...

Temperatures in deployment areas can reach over 120°F.

This wreaks havoc on the soldiers’ footwear. The heat can reactivate adhesives
causing soles to become loose, it can shrink the soles causing improper fits, and
excessive sweating corrodes the midsoles.

The terrain in Imminent Danger Areas and
Combat Zones can be very rugged.

Rocks, dirt, and sand wear down the soles of sneakers quickly.
This affects the support in the sneaker and can lead to injuries.

Our soldiers are very active!

- It's important for our soldiers to stay fit. They run and exercise
daily. Along with the rugged terrain and extreme temperatures,
> their sneakers take a beating from lots of high impact exercise.

Our soldiers, on average, go through a pair of sneakers every 3-4 months!




Our process is seamless and was designed with

our soldiers in mind.

We have made the sneaker ordering experience special, personal, and efficient.
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What makes our program so special? Our soldiers
get to choose sneakers specific to their needs!

We don't just send boxes of arbitrary
sneakers. Each soldier custom orders!
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This further personalizes the gift.
Imagine our soldiers opening up a
box of sneakers and seeing donors
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The best part is the IMPACT this program has had
on our soldiers!

We've included just a few of many items and certificates received from troops.
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8,183 soldiers have received a pair of sneakers!

Our all-volunteer staff currently ships an average of 300 pairs of sneakers each
month to soldiers deployed in combat zones and immenent danger areas.

96% of all donations go towards the purchase of sneakers and shipping costs.
The Chairman’s Award will allow us to provide sneakers to 625 soldiers.

We will be able to expand our reach to new donors through the

generous advertising package.

Yes, the soldiers need to replace worn out sneakers.
Yes, the soldiers are grateful for the gift.
But, most importantly, the soldiers are grateful that
people care about them and have not forgotten them.
